Notebook paper or cute stationary is NOT
acceptable. This letter must contain at least 2 paragraphs and be at least 200 words. Letters should be
turned in no later than Thursday, February 1, 2010. Please put your letter in an envelope and write “CEC
CONFIRMATION LETTER, ATTN: Confirmation Program Director” on the outside. | will collect them and
present them to the Education Commission. Adult leaders within our parish will then read the letters and
personally respond to each letter.

This is an opportunity for you to think about why you are making this decision to be confirmed and at the
same time, share with others in the Parish about your faith. Please take this seriously. This should be
something that you spend some time on and not just rush through. In Review:
